ORDINANCE No. 318

AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE OUTDOOR BURNING OF
GARBAGE. TRASH, REFUSE, RUBBISH, TRADE WASTE AND
OTHER COMBUSTIBLE MATERIAL AND PRESCRIBING
PENATIES FOR VIOLATION THEREOF.

BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED AND IT IS HEREBY ORDAINED AND
ENACTED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF MONT
ALTO, FRANKLIN COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA:

Section 1: Definitions.

A. GARBAGE — All animal, vegetable or other putrescible matter resulting
from the handling, preparation, cooking and/or consumption of food.

B. INCINERATOR -- A device or barrel no more than five cubic feet in size
with a spark arrestor screen covering any opening.

C. OPEN FIRE — A fire in which any material is burning, smoldering or
smoking in the open or in a receptacle other than an incinerator.

D. PERSON -- Any individual, partnership, association, corporation,
department, bureau, agency or other legal entity.

E. REFUSE -- Garbage, rubbish, and trade waste.

F. RUBBISH — Solids not considered to be highly flammable or explosive,
including but not limited to clothes, rags, leather, rubber, carpeting, wood, excelsior,
paper, ashes, tree leaves, yard trimmings, furniture, tin cans, glass, crockery, masonry,
and other similar materials.

G. SALVAGE OPERATION -- any business, trade, or industry engaged in
whole or in part in salvaging or reclaiming any product or material, including but not
limited to, metals, chemicals, shipping containers, or drums.

H. TRADE WASTE — All solid or liquid material or rubbish resulting from
construction, building or manufacturing operations, or the waste byproduct of any
business, trade or industry, including but not limited to, plastics, containers, paint, grease,
oil and other petroleum products, chemicals, cinders and other forms of solid or liquid

waste materials;

L. TRASH — Paper products including but not limited to cardboard, wrapping

or packaging, newspapers.
